Alejandro Sarriés has died, a man, a professional,
a cardiologist, who generated admiration, affection
and wonder for great virtues, as his kindness and
hospitality, that together with his capacity of analy-
sis to recognize the relevant elements in any situa-
tion, to discover its links and specify the logical con-
clusion, will serve as an example for those of us who
knew him.

He held on more
than one occasion (even currently) the presidency of
the Puerto Madryn, Rawson and Trelew District of
the Argentine Society of Cardiology, to which he ea-
gerly contributed. It was a joy to work with Alejan-
dro until now in his beloved place, during the stage
in which he actually showed the bright glare of the
meteorite that burns to extinction. Over the anguish
and pain that invade us now will surely prevail the
pride and consolation of having known him and hav-
ing worked with him and for him.
